This template was developed by the Libsense Terms of Reference Working Group as
a follow-up from discussions at the Libsense workshop which took place in Zanzibar,
Tanzania on November 19 & 20, 2018 and were further revised at the Libsense |l
workshop in Accra, Ghana on March 11 & 12, 2019.

The Terms of Reference (ToR) set out the working arrangements for collaboration
between a Research and Education Network (REN) and a Library or Library
Association in the area of open science.

Develop collaborative long-term storage and preservation

o Develop solutions for networking repositories across Africa

content (e.g. through harvesting metadata)
